Being played in more than 155

countries by over 20 million athletes, making Team Handball one of the most developed and

popular team sports in the world. In countries such as Denmark, Germany, France, Spain and

Norway highly paid athletes compete in professional leagues that attract significant media

attention.

Property: International Visibility

One of the major goals of the Alberta Team Handball Federation is to compete and be successful at the
National and International level. This includes competing in major events such as the Canadian National
Championships as well as in the USA, South America and Europe. The Alberta Team Handball Federation
will also host the Canada Cup and Canadian National Championships (on a rotational basis). Each of
these is a unique opportunity for sponsors to gain international visibility.

Canadian National Championships

In May of 2010 the Senior Canadian National Championship will be held in Sherwood Park, Alberta.
Alberta is always fighting for gold, in the last 5 years Alberta teams have medaled in every National
Championship including 10 gold medals.

Canada Cup

In 2010, the Alberta Team Handball Federation will bring back the Canada Cup, an international handball
tournament designed to draw teams from all over the world to engage in high level competition in
Canada. The 2010 Canada Cup will be hosted at the University of Alberta. This tournament is a
wonderful opportunity for the Women's National Team to gain international playing experience, as well
as exposing people from the surrounding region to the highest level of Team Handball competition. In
the first year of the tournament, the Alberta Team Handball Federation expects to bring in 5,000
spectators, as well as regional television and media representatives.

International Tours

At least once a year, all provincial elite programs plan a trip internationally to pursue additional
international experience against high-level handball teams. The Alberta Team Handball Federation
believes that engaging in international level competitions, as often as possible, is imperative to
developing our athletes into one day making the National Team or playing professionally overseas.
